WHO ARE THE TOP DONORS?

In 2023, a significant rise in donation values is attested across all donor types in Kosovo. A total
amount of 8,740,940.3 euros was given by all donor types, supporting many causes.
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The most generous donor category in Kosovo in 2023 have been the
citizens, who contributed over 4 million EUR through mass individual giving,
comprising 45.8% of all recorded instances.
